Interleaving and Spacing 
Cramming wastes time. Not because you don’t learn anything but because you forget it quickly, so will have to do it all over again. Use the diary below to space your revision over the coming weeks. You should be starting early and practicing retrieval regularly. Use each colour to stand for a different group of subjects, swapping topics around so that you’re revising them in different orders. This is called ‘interleaving’.
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
