Aim:

The aim of this dissertation is to explore how far philosophy influences and shapes the popular culture that we experience and therefore how useful philosophical perspectives are in understanding how this popular culture explores human nature in modern society. This also demonstrates how important philosophy is and the extent to which it influences everything in society, not just popular culture.

Discussion:

The discussion will explore two key areas of popular culture – film and television – with comments regarding literature, to see which philosophical perspectives, if any, are useful in understanding why the characters act in the ways that they do. This will identify to what extent philosophy influences our popular culture and if particular philosophies are predominant in their influence. It will also demonstrate that not all popular culture should be derided as very complex issues and theories are often discussed and explored without everyone necessarily realising.

Conclusion:

With such a wide-ranging base as popular culture, there cannot be one main conclusion that works for every example. However, the examples explored show that most popular culture can be enhanced by considering philosophical perspectives as they can used to show the motivations of characters due to their human nature which is shaped by society. Not only can certain philosophical perspectives be used, but a wide range can be utilised, ranging from ancient to modern philosophy, Aristotle to Singer, demonstrating that no philosophy should be dismissed, as all can help explore the influence on popular culture.

Sample Abstract 2:

Aims: 
The aim of this dissertation is to explore the factors influencing the perception of modern theatre as “elitist”. Specifically, whether this perception actually exists, if so, how far is this subjective and determined by the audience, or whether the theatre (as an institution) is to blame for any elitist perceptions.  
Discussion: 
In order to explore this question the discussion will focus on financial considerations (which are pivotal to elitist perceptions), the range of genres of theatre available, historic and cultural considerations. This will enable a broad perspective on what is essential a subjective issue. It is anticipated that the financial considerations will be a key factor in influencing elitist perceptions. 
Conclusion: 
Without doubt, the theatre is still perceived to be an elitist for of entertainment in the twentieth century. Many factors influence this but it is apparent that the biggest influence on elitist perceptions remains the high cost of attending the theatre, which is particularly compounded at present due to the economic climate. However, the theatre industry has taken steps to reduce elitism by offering a wider range of productions to appeal to a more diverse audience.

Aim

“Tropical forests are the vital organs, in this case the ‘lungs’, of an essentially living, organic and integrated whole – our planet.” – Prince Charles. The concept of deforestation is integrated into our lives, but it is widely criticised due to the effects on our planet and its unsustainability. The aim of this project is to explore both sides of the argument: what benefits and what consequences deforestation brings. A conclusion will then be made on how justifiable the process is. The research in this extended project will give a better understanding of how much of a global issue deforestation really is.

Discussion

The discussion will explore the causes, consequences and benefits of deforestation. It will look at many examples focusing largely on the effects of deforestation on the biggest rainforest in the world – the Amazon, however there will be other examples weaved in throughout. The discussion will aid my conclusion on whether I believe deforestation is be justifiable or not and to what extent. The discussion will provide the largest amount of information of deforestation and widen my knowledge of the process.

Conclusion

I believe there will be no easy answer in the conclusion and it will be very subjective as people would draw their own conclusions after reading both sides. This is due to people having different priorities and ethics, for example the economic benefits would mean more to someone who works for a logging company than an environmentalist. 

How about this for a conclusion:

There is no easy and objective conclusion. Inevitably, subjective opinion dominates the research. Any conclusion will be based on the priorities and ethics of the stakeholders. For example, economic benefits outweigh the environmental concerns for those people living and working in cleared areas.
